The range is located at 450 Harwood Rd.  The phone number in the clubhouse is (410) 867-0560 if you need information on the day of the match.
Location: The facilities are located south of Annapolis, Maryland.  Refer to the club website for a map.

Rules:  

Current NRA International Pistol Rules apply.  All triggers will be weighed and must lift a 500 gram dead-weight. 

Match Schedule, Course of Fire, and Conditions: 
There will be three relays.  Additional relays may be added at the discretion of the Match Director if demand warrants.  The schedule is shown below.  Early relays will be filled first. Competitors are requested to arrive one-half hour early for trigger weigh-in and to complete registration.  Preparation time begins 10 minutes before scheduled match time.


1st Relay

3rd Relay

3:00 p.m.

The match is 60 shots fired on the B-40 target.  The course of fire is divided into seven 15 minute stages.  Two targets will be displayed during each stage.  The first stage is for unlimited sighting shots.  The next six stages are for 10 record shots each, with five shots fired on each target.

Competition Open To:
All NRA members and all juniors.  Juniors may be individual members of the NRA or a member of an NRA affiliated Junior club.  NRA membership applications will be available at the range.  

Registration and Entry Fees: 
Register with NRA Form SR-1 or the attached Registration Entry Form.  Include personal or commercial check made payable to TWELFTH PRECINCT PISTOL AND ARCHERY CLUB with the entry form.  Individuals:  $25.00 / Juniors:  $15.00.  $2.00 discount if paid in full on or before 30 October, 2007.  

Teams:  $10.00 per team for 3-member teams.  The team match is a “paper” match.

Entries and Entry Limits:  
Entries are limited to 45 shooters. Additional relays may be added at the discretion of the Match Director if demand warrants. Competitors are requested to register in advance.  Registration by mail with an NRA SR-1A card is preferred.  Registrations will be accepted via e-mail and telephone.  Registrations should be sent to Kathy Callahan at the above address.
Entries Close:
Entries close on 30 October 2007.  All entries received before 30 October will be squadded, and a squadding ticket / confirmation card mailed to the competitor.
Post Entries:
Post entries will be accepted on the day of the match up to the range capacity.

Awards:

First, second and third place competitors may elect either a trophy or NRA award points.  NRA Award points will be provided to the high competitor in each classification, provided that there are four or more competitors in that classification. Additional awards will be made based on a ratio of one award for each five competitors.
Teams will fire for open awards only.  First place will be awarded if two or more teams enter the match.  Additional awards will be made based on a ratio of one award for every five teams.

Classification of Competitors:
Competitors will be classified using the NRA Classification System.  Classifications will be combined upward if necessary until four or more competitors are in the combined classification.  A Tyro class will be formed if there are four or more Unclassified competitors.  
General Information:
The match will be shot in the indoor range of the clubhouse.  Competitors are advised to enter the clubhouse through the entrance to the original clubhouse area.  Registration and trigger weight-in will take place in the main clubhouse area.  

Facilities: The firing line consists of 16 firing points.  The clubhouse has a kitchen, restrooms and a soda machine.  Competitors are welcome to bring their families and friends to picnic on the grounds if they so desire.  Competitors may use the kitchen refrigerator to store food.
